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REVIEW OF OPERATIONS

First Capital Treasuries PLC (the Company) recorded a Profit after Tax of Rs. 1.1Bn for the six months ended 30 September 
2022 compared to Loss after Tax of Rs. 414Mn in the corresponding period of the previous year. 

The Results include net interest income of Rs. 919Mn and a trading gain on sale of government securities amounting to  
Rs. 281Mn (2021/22 – Net interest income of Rs. 242Mn and a trading loss of Rs. 470Mn were included). 

As of 30 September 2022, the Company’s Held to Maturity portfolio (Government Securities) reflected a fair valuation loss of Rs. 
945Mn which is not accounted for in the provisional financial statements since the amortised cost basis has been adopted in 
valuing the said investment as per the accounting standard on financial instruments (SLFRS 9). 

We are operating in a challenging business environment due to the prevailing economic conditions. The impact of a potential 
local debt restructuring is also a significant concern.

The Company’s investment in Government Securities portfolio (total) as of 30 September 2022 stood at Rs. 44.9Bn compared to 
Rs. 27.6Bn at the commencement of the financial year.
